An annual medical evaluation by a certified and licensed 
healthcare provider is required for all campers.  Parts A, 
B & C are to be completed annually and signed by a 
licensed physician and parent. Campers staying less 
than 72 consecutive hours can omit part C.  Medical 
forms may be sent to camp 2 weeks in advance to 
speed up check-in. Anyone staying at camp 
overnight must turn in a form.
